Supplemental Information

Funding Years 2003 & 2004

Introduction

Although many North and Eastside cities will use the same application forms for funding in 2002, the cities vary in the amounts of money available, their councils’ priorities, their review processes and criteria, and their calendars.  The supplemental information in this packet will explain the City of Shoreline’s process for allocating federal Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) and Local Human Services funds.

Money Available

Human services funding (both City General Fund and Community Development Block Grant) is allocated on a biennial basis, while capital funding (CDBG only) is allocated on a yearly basis. For public services, this means that programs that are funded for 2003, will be renewed for 2004, pending successful implementation of the program and adequate funding availability.

These amounts are only preliminary and are subject to change, as the budgets of the City of Shoreline and the federal government for FY2003 and 2004 have not yet been finalized.

Eligible Uses of Money - Capital Projects

The City’s CDBG competitive dollars may support the lease, purchase, construction or rehabilitation of facilities or property from which a needed human service is delivered, including those related to acquiring housing.  Projects must be linked to the Priorities for Capital Projects and to the Consortium-wide CDBG Outcomes.

Complete descriptions of eligible uses of CDBG capital funds can be obtained from King County by calling Kathy Tremper at (206) 205-6431.  Be sure to study the eligibility guidelines and requirements for capital dollars.  CDBG funds are federal dollars, which come with numerous restrictions and regulations.

Eligible Uses of Money - Public Services

The City’s CDBG and local Human Services competitive dollars may support critical human services. CDBG funds must serve predominantly low- and moderate-income persons.  CDBG funds are federal dollars, which come with numerous restrictions and regulations -- please review these restrictions carefully.  Projects must be linked to achieving the Shoreline’s Desired Outcomes and to the Consortium-wide CDBG Outcomes.

Eligible Recipients

Private or public non-profit organizations are eligible to apply for CDBG and local Human Services funds.

Application Deadline

The deadline for applications is 4:30p.m. on Friday, June 7, 2002. Please submit one original and one copy of the application, a copy of the agencies most recent financial audit and management letter and attachments, list of current board members, agency’s 2002 year to date actual budget, and agency’s 2003 projected budget as requested.  Also include any attachments requested in the specific application form.  In addition, if you have not previously been funded by the City of Shoreline, please attached a copy of IRS letter certifying your tax-exempt, non-profit status.  Completed applications should be delivered to: Bethany Wolbrecht-Dunn, Grant Specialist, City of Shoreline, 17544 Midvale Ave N, Shoreline, WA  98133.  Postmarks are not accepted.  It is important to note that late applications will not be accepted.
Review Process

The City convenes a Human Services Allocation Advisory Committee comprised of Shoreline residents and City staff.  The calendar included in this packet describes the anticipated timeline for the application process.  Applications will be reviewed and rated by the Committee.  Following the Committee’s review of applications, a recommendation will be prepared for City Council approval.  You may call staff to inquire about the recommendations.  A public hearing will be held in late August or early September for the Committee’s recommendations.  All applicants will be notified of the hearing in advance.

Application Forms Available

The North and Eastside cities are using the same “generic” application forms.  Please note that there are different forms for capital projects and public service applications.  The applications are available on diskette by calling Bethany Wolbrecht-Dunn, (206) 546-8297.  If you use the applications on diskette and reformat the application, please put the same information on the same page, in the same order, and use an 11-point font.

Youth Services Policy

Shoreline has available an estimated $25,000 per year to focus on youth services.  At the same time, Shoreline has sharpened the focus of is funding for programs that serve youth. If you are seeking funds for a program that targets youth ages birth to 18 your application will need to address Outcomes #3, 4, 5, or 13, specifically.  Programs serving youth that primarily address other outcomes will not be considered for funding through this competitive process.
