ISSUE STATEMENT:

City Council adopted the Shoreline Environmental Sustainability Strategy almost a year
ago, in July 2008. The first step to implementing the Shoreline Environmental
Sustainability Strategy was establishing a permanent, interdepartmental Green Team to
coordinate work on the strategy recommendations and sustainability efforts in general.

‘Since December 2008 the Green Team has finalized its charter, established a work plan
for 2009 and begun work on the priority recommendations identified in the strategy.
Additionally, a number of recommendations are separate projects under existing work
plans. ' '

Tonight’s study session will be Council’s first opportunity to learn about the Green Team
work plan and the City’s progress towards Creating an Environmentally Sustainable
Community, a Council goal since 2007. The Team identified five projects for 2009
which have City-wide scope, are not already being accomplished through other efforts,
will help to implement at least nine of the Strategy recommendations and are directly in
line with the Council’s major objectives for Goal 3. This report and the staff presentation
to Council will highlight our work to date on each of these five work plan items.

FINANCIAL IMPACT:

The Green Team aims to be budget neutral at this time. The work of implementing the
Sustainability Strategy is being accomplished by existing staff and resources. In the
future, if specific projects or recommendations require additional funding, sources such
as grants or partnerships with outside organizations will be sought.
